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Reading in Year 3

AR is a computer program that helps teachers manage and
monitor a child's independent reading practice. Children pick a
book that falls within their Zone of Proximal Development (ZPD)
level from the library. When they have finished reading, they take
a short quiz on the computer - passing the quiz with at least
8S% correct answers is an indication +hat the child has
understood what has been read. Alongside this, we also
encourage them to develop a love of reading by providing a wide

variety of books in the classroom for them to explore and enjoy.
